The weather was reported to have been clear, calm and dry, and although a temperature was not quoted
the pilot stated that it had been rather warm. No reason for the engine misfiring was established, but
the pilot suspected fuel contamination or carburettor icing. The engine was running on a mixture of

four star petrol and lubricating oil.
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
