The aircraft was landing on runway 09 in a wind of 060°/15 knots. Towards the end of the
landing roll, when the aircraft had slowed to about 15 mph and the tail skid had been lowered
to the ground, the left wing lifted and could not be lowered by full left aileron. The aircraft
yawed some 60° to the right, and the pilot, seeing a clear grass area to the right of the runway,
attempted to take-off again. As it rolled over the grass the aircraft tipped on to its nose and
came to rest inverted. The pilot later discovered the grass to be very rough.
