The student pilot was briefed to fly a local detail which included leaving the Edinburgh Control Zone for fifteen
minutes before rejoining to return to Edinburgh Airport.

The aircraft bounced on landing, the pilot checked
forward on the control column, and the nosewheel hit the runway hard and broke off. The aircraft subsequently left
the runway onto the grass and tipped over onto its back.
